Use of Action Planning
At the end of every topic you will be asked to carry out a self assessment of your progress as you are in a position to give an honest appraisal of your degree of understanding.  You will choose between 


 

 

; by circling the unsure or unhappy you will be indicating to yourself and your teacher that you haven’t fully grasped that specific learning objective.  Before we move onto the next topic it is important that you have fully understood the learning objective; we will be using an action plan to help you do this.

An action plan is simply a way of you highlighting how you intend to plug the gap(s) in your knowledge.  There are a number of possible ways that you could action plan for improvement in area of concern:

· Log onto the department’s forum and ask for help.

· Ask your peers.

· Read from www.wikitextbook.co.uk

· Read from the textbook.

· Ask your teacher

You will know which of these is most suited to you for each specific learning objective.  You may try and one method of improving and find that it hasn’t worked.  If this is the case try another!

The most important thing is that we don’t move on until you have fully understood each of the learning objectives for every topic.
